Participation. Contestants must be active 4-H members enrolled in a Texas 4-H
and Youth Development County program in District V. Contestants must also
be academically eligible (according to UIL rules) to compete on the day of the
contest.

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Age. Age divisions are determined by a participant’s grade as of September 1
of the current 4-H year. Age divisions for this contest are:

Junior/Intermediate Grades 3,4,5,6,7,8
Senior Grades 9,10, 11, 12

Entries per County. Each county may enter unlimited teams per age division
listed above. The top 3 senior teams will advance to state.

Members per Team. Junior/Intermediate teams must consist of 4 members of
from either of those age divisions. Junior and Intermediate are not allowed to
move up to the senior age division. Senior teams must have 4 members per
team. No intermediates can move up to a Senior Team. Any teams not having
4 members will not be allowed to compete. Consider having an alternate
designated to prevent disqualification.

Spectators and Viewing.
1. Only the contestants and contest officials are allowed in the contest room during
the preliminary matches. As determined by contest officials, audiences may be
permitted to watch the final match(s) and this will be announced during
orientation, if applicable. Any audience member making excessive noise or
movement that could influence a team's answer will be asked to leave the contest.

2. Contestants are not allowed to bring any items into the contest room with them,
including but not limited to phones, smart devices, recording devices, or scribing
materials. a. This rule will be enforced for the audience as well if allowed to observe
during the final(s) round.

Failure to adhere to this policy will be grounds for disqualification for your team. All
rules of the official Texas 4-H Quiz Bowl Guide will be adhered to. Brackets will be
established prior to the contest, with teams being drawn randomly. Moderators will
read the answer to incorrectly answered questions. Teams and coaches will stay in
the orientation areaq, unless competing, until eliminated from the contest.

Awards. 1s'through 5" place team awards in each age division will be
presented at the conclusion of the contest.
